Meeting Notes
August 23, 1997
Cindy Slezak

The meeting was called to order by the president at 12:30PM. The
meeting was held at the Berkeley Botanical Gardens.

The new T-shirts are here. The price is $15.00 each. We have all the
sizes from XXXL to small.

Next year dues for BACPS will be $10.00/yr which will allow you to
receive a newsletter four times a year and attendance at four exciting
meetings. Dues are payable to the treasurer at the first meeting in 1998.

Robert Gibson of New Zealand was invited to give the first talk of
1998. The date for the meeting will be announced according to his itinerary.

Larry talked about a recent bog trip with several club members to
Willow Lake area. For directions see Larry.

Hawkeye Rondeau talked about a trip to Canada, particularly British
Columbia. He saw Pinguicula vulgaris, species of Drosera and Utricularia.
He was unable to locate any Sarracenia purpurea.

Barry Meyers-Rice talked about the Timber harvest Plan and
protecting a "seep” arca of Darlingtonia in the Tahoe National Forest. Three
land owners agreed to stop logging 100 feet from the seep area after
hundreds of CPers faxed in protests. Barry thanked these people and many
faxes were from Europeans! These Darlingtonia are unique since they grow
in the most southern bog and some of the plants have yellow-petaled flowers
and the pitchers appear to be anthocyanin-free. These mutants grow in no
other place. Seeds of this mutant will be available next year from the ICPS.

Larry also reported that big sections of Butterfly Valley Botanical
reserve in the Quincy area are dying off due to logging and new home
construction causing a disruption of the water table. Large areas of
Darlingtonia are dead.

Judith Finn introduced retired U.C. Berkeley professor of plant
morphology, Dr. Kaplan. Plant morphology is the study of forms of plants,
particularly the specialization of the leaves in the case of carnivorous plants.
The professor discussed the embryology and origins of a leaf blade, petiole

and leaf attachment to the stem. Depending on what CP one is discussing,
these three items change dimensions in the mature pitcher. He also



discussed that the cells on the outer surface of Venus-fly-trap use rapid
growth to close the trap. He also started a discussion with the members
regarding the fact that Nepenthes will be more likely to form pitchers if the
petiole is anchored around a support.

The second conference of the ICPS in 1998 will be hosted by members
of the GFP, that is, the German CP members. More details will come later
in the December CPN. The ICPS officers decided that these meetings
should be held in alternate years between the United States and other
countries. Therefore, in 1999, they are looking for a host for the conference
perhaps on the West Coast of USA. Should the BACPS discuss the
possibility of hosting such a conference?
